Meningitis is an inflammation of the covering of the brain and spinal cord. It cgn be

caused by viruses, parasites, fungi, and bacteria. Viral meningitis is most comm

bn and

the least sewus. Bacterial meningitis is the most common form of serious bac‘erial
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infection with the potential for serious, loAgrm complications. It is an uncommr(in
disease, but requires urgent treatment with antibiotics to prevent permanent danjage
or death.

What Are The Symptoms?

Someone with meningitis will become very ill. The illness may develop over one Tr two
days, but it can also rapidly progress in a matter of hours. Not everyone with menj|ngitis
will have the same symptoms.

Children (over 1 year old) and adults with meningitis may have a severe headachg, high
temperature, vomiting, sensitivity to bright lights, neck stiffness or joint pains,jand

drowsiness or confusion. In both children and adults, there may be a rash pfdih
purple spots. These can occur anywhere on the body. The diagnosis of bdcterial
meningitis is based on a combination of symptoms and laboratory results.

How Serious Is Bacterial Meningitis?

If it is diagnosed early and treated promptly, the majpritf people make a complﬁﬁ
recovery. In some cases it can be fatal or a person may be left with a permanent
disability.

How Is Bacterial Meningitis Spread?

Fortunately, none of the bacteria that cause meningitis are as contagious as digeases
like the canmon cold or the flu, and they are not spread by casual contact or by simply
breathing the air where a person with meningitis has been. The germs live naturglly in
the back of our noses and throats, but they do not live for long outside the body.|They
are spread when people exchange saliva (such as kissing, sharing drinking cor;Finers,

utensils, or cigarettes). The germ does not cause meningitis in most people. Instead,
most people become carriers of the germ for days, weeks, or even months. The bcteria

How Can Bacterial Meningitis Be Prevented?

Do not share food, drinks, utensils, toothbrushes, or cigarettes. Limit the number of
persons you kiss. While there are gaes for some other strains of bacterial meningifis,
they are used only in special circumstances. These include when there is a (lisease
outbreak in a community or for people traveling to a country where there is a higlp risk
of getting the disease. Also, \&accine is recommended by some groups for college
students, particularly freshmen living in dorms or residence halls. The vaccine is safe and
effective (8590 percent). It can cause mild side effects, such as redness and pain|at the
injection site lastingup to two days. Immunity develops seven to ten days after|the
vaccine is given and lasts for up to five years.

Compulsory Attendance

State law requires that a student between the ages of six and 18 attend school, as
as any applicable accelerated instruction program, extended year program, or tuto
session, unlesthe student is otherwise legally exempt or excused. A student who

voluntarily attends or enrolls after his or her 18th birthday is required to attend each

school day. If a student 18 or older has more than five unexcused absences in a

State law allows exemptions to the compulsory attendance requirements for severgl

A court of law may also impose penalties against both the student and his or her pparents

Attendance for Credit

To receive credit in a class, a student must attend at least 90 percent of the days the
class is offered. A student who attends at least 75 percent but fewer than 90 percént of
the days the clasis offered may receive credit for the class if he or she completes a
plan, approved by therincipal thatallows the student to fulfill the instructional
requirements for the class. If a student is involved in a criminal or juvenile court
proceeding, theapproval of the judge presiding over the case will also be required
before the student receives credit for the clagsa student attends less than

75 percent of the days a class is offered or has not completed the plan approved by the
principal, then tle student will be referred to the attendance review committee to
determine whether there are extenuating circumstances for the absences and how|the
student can regain credit, if appropriate.

As a parent, it is important for you to be aware of warning signs that could indicatdq a

child may have been or is being sexually abused. Sexual abuse in the Texas Famjly Code

welfare as well as a failure to make a reasonable effort to prevent sexual conduct With a

child. Anyone who suspects that a child has been or may be abused or neglected jhas a

legal responsibility, under state law, for reporting the suspected abuseglect to law
enforcement or to Child Protective Services (CPS).

Possible physical warning signs of sexual abuse could be difficulty sitting or walking, pain
in the genital areas, and claims of stomachaches and headaches. Behavioral indigators
may incude verbal references or pretend games of sexual activity between adults gnd
children, fear of being alone with adults of a particular gender, or sexually suggestive
behavior. Emotional warning signs to be aware of include withdrawal, depression,
sleepingand eating disorders, and problems in school.

A child who has experienced sexual abuse should be encouraged to seek out a trusted
adult. Be aware as a parent or other trusted adult that disclosures of sexual abusg may
be more indirect than disclosures plfiysical abuse, and it is important to be calm and
comforting if your child, or another child, confides in you. Reassure the child that e or
she did the right thing by telling you.
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As a parent, if your child is a victim of sexual abuse, the campuselouror principal

will provide information regarding counseling options for you and your child availatlle in

your area. The Texas Department of Family and Protective Services (TDFPS) als
manages early intervention counseling programs.

FOOD AND NUTRITION STANDARDS

In response to the alarming obesity statistics in the State of Texas, the [Texas
Department of Agriculture, who oversees the National School Breakfast and Lunch
programs, has issued new nutrition guidelines effective August 1, 2004. These guiflelines
seek to create a more restricted approach to the sale and distribution of foods ip the
school enironment. The policy addresses two main areas:
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Foods of Minimal Nutritional Value

Competitive foods are foods that are sold or made available to students that comppete
gAOUK aOK22f Qa &iddd ISEhaok luyth/SEHbol Bréaastifter School
Snack programs. This defion includes, but is not limited to, food and drinks |in
vending machines, school stores and school fundraisers. School fundraisers inclugle food
sold by school administrators or staff (coaches, principals, teachers etc.), studgnts or
students groups, pardgs or parent groups or any other person, company | or
organization. Just like the Foods of Minimal Nutritional Value (FMNV), competitivelfoods
are not allowed anywhere on school premises throughout the school day until th¢ end
of the last class.

An excepwn to the above areas has been written in to this new policy. The s¢hool
district may choose three days when these policies are not in effect. On those days, the
regulations are relaxed and candies and such may be offered.
